Thanks to several of Brian’s lessons (EP482/472/464 and 494)I do have a better understanding about creating licks/leads now than I did “back then.” However, in 2018 I was just getting brave enough to make some attempts at adding a bit more interest to my original songs with a bit of “extra notes thrown in” and this is the first song that I felt somewhat successful with that. It’s also one of my favorite “song children” and decided this was a great opportunity to share it with everyone here. 

“Back then” - I knew nothing about scales or pentatonics other than the number ‘five’ figured in there somewhere. Today, I do believe the “licks” I created in this song are in the Minor Pentatonic range. There is a short version and then later in the song it’s a longer version by moving up on the fretboard. When it was created - it just “felt right” and I’ve really enjoyed playing this song because of the cord progression AND the lead parts! Ok, the lyrics and song focus are bell ringers, for more people than myself, I learned as folks have responded to this one thru the years.
